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Our primary fundraiser for these funds are our annual golf outing, the Annual WMNLA Scholarship Golf Outing - organized by WMNLA with the generous support from Earth Service & Supply of Grandville, to be held this year on Friday, September 10 at The Meadows Golf Course at Grand Valley State University, Allendale.
